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Lower and Middle School C.A.S.E.

Columbus Academy’s Children’s After School
Experience (C.A.S.E.) is a childcare program
which provides a safe, supervised environment for
CA students during the transitional time between
the school day and the evening at home. For
safety reasons, any LS or MS child on campus after
the school day is over between 3:15 - 3:20 pm,
who is not in a school sport or other supervised
activity, must attend C.A.S.E. Pre-registration is
required.

Hours

C.A.S.E. is available from 3:15 pm to 6:00 pm
daily. It is very important to make arrangements
to have your child(ren) picked up no later than
6:00 pm. If your child remains in the C.A.S.E.
program after 6:00 pm, you will be assessed

a $1.00 per minute charge for every minute
thereafter.
